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Lakeside Church – Haliburton (operating as Lakeside Baptist Church) is a part of the universal
church of Jesus Christ.  On our own we are a local church which is often described in the Bible as a
body of Christ.  The metaphor of body is helpful because we all understand how a body works, each
part has a unique and important role. The hand has a different role than a foot which has a different
role than a heart or liver or any other organ. However, we depend upon every component of our
bodies to function in their own unique way if we want to live a healthy life.  In a similar way, for
Lakeside to experience healthy church life, we need every one of us who attends Lakeside serving in
the role that God has gifted and prepared us for.1

Throughout Scripture we see that when people agreed together on a common undertaking or
purpose, and when people entered into a relationship with God, they expressed their relationship by
means of a covenant. A covenant delineates the duties and commitments that each party can expect
from the other. The purpose of this covenant is to provide an understanding of what we can expect
from each other and what we each commit to before God and the congregation of Lakeside as we
serve God and His people together in ministry at Lakeside.

As one who serves in ministry at Lakeside Church - Haliburton, I affirm the following:
• I trust only in the finished work of Jesus Christ, His death on the cross and His resurrection for

my salvation2.
• I believe that the sacrifice of Jesus Christ was on my behalf in my place3

As one who serves in ministry at Lakeside Church - Haliburton, I covenant before God
and my church family that I will make every effort to live out the following:

• I will serve faithfully and conscientiously in the role I am committing to4

• I will love God with all my heart, soul and mind, and to love those I encounter as I love myself5.
• I will pursue righteousness in my life through developing my relationship with God by spending

time consistently with Him in prayer and reading His Word6

• I will live a life that is obedient to the Word of God and honours Him in all that I do7.
• I will confess my sin to God and to those I have sinned against8
• I will forgive those that sin against me9

• I will live in harmony with others I come in contact with10

• I will abstain from participating in slander or any form of gossip11

• I will not abuse alcohol or other drugs12

• I will honour God through just living and ethical business practices13

• I will honour my body as the temple of the Holy Spirit and thus my sexual expression will only
be in a Biblical marriage between one man and one woman14.

• I will submit to the authority of the jurisdictions in which I live by obeying the laws of the land
(where they do not conflict with scripture)15

• I will submit to the authority of the Leadership of Lakeside Baptist Church16

• I have read the Statement of Faith of Lakeside Baptist Church and agree to submit to it by not
teaching or proposing any concept or doctrine that is contrary to it.
